Historical	Gorée	Island	-	Dakar	

Cross	over	by	longboat	from	the	port	of	
Dakar.	A	superb	panorama	greets	you	as	
you	arrive	on	this	volcanic	island.	Lanes	full	
of	flowers,	and	alleyways	of	baobabs	right	
up	to	the	promontory	opening	out	onto	a	
splendid	view	of	the	Bay	of	Dakar.	You	can	

visit	the	House	of	Slaves,	accompanied	by	a	moving	commentary	
by	the	Curator.	Lunch	at	the	beach.	In	Dakar,	you	can	visit	
markets,	etc.	
	
Sine	Saloum	Islands

Sine	Saloum	is	a	nature	reserve	and	
classified	by	UNESCO	as	a	“World	
Biosphere	Reserve”.	A	paradise	of	silence	
at	the	confluence	of	two	rivers,	the	Sine	
and	the	Saloum.	Hundreds	of	islands	and	

islets	covered	in	mangroves	and	mangrove	swamps.	A	huge	
variety	of	birds	including	pelicans,	pink	flamingos,	cormorants	
and	African	egrets.
